What characterizes each type of soil? What happens to the
seed in each kind of soil?

What are the four different responses to the Word of God, as
depicted in the parable? What is the “reason” for each
response”?

What kind of harvest is promised when seed falls on good
soil? What can you expect in someone’s life if their heart is
receptive to God’s Word?

What is the responsibility of the sower?

Who sprouts the seed and makes the seed grow? (See 4:26-
29)

As disciple makers “sow seeds,” what does it mean to have
realistic expectations?

Seeds take much time and care to grow and mature. Is it the
same with discipleship? Why?

We may not always see firsthand the fruits of discipleship,
but what are the future blessings of discipleship?
